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	Studying Seniors' Needs

Burlington, Vermont - May 21, 2007
A new report says Burlington could be more senior-friendly.

AARP Vermont paid almost $150,000 for more than a year's worth of research. They came up with the "Burlington Livable Community Project" report. It suggests dozens of ways the city can improve housing, transportation, and social opportunities. 

Those recommendations include implementing more services to help seniors stay in their homes, and changing the length of stop lights, so older residents may feel safer crossing city streets.

AARP Vermont's Jennifer Wallace-Brodeur says, "We're really excited to be at this phase of the project, which is the completion of what we call the planning and vision process. We'll continue to work with stakeholders, the city, and in particular, residents, to see these recommendations are implemented."

AARP Vermont will work for another decade on making the report's suggestions reality. But the study has already produced some tangible results. CCTA will buy buses that are easier to step onto. They've also adjusted their bus routes to better accommodate seniors' schedules.
